e homicides increased by nearly 50 percent from 2011-2012
e the country’s importance as a transhipment point for the international drugs trade
seems to be growing, as does the presence of international criminal actors
o Driving much of the violence are local gangs who are battling with each other
for control of one of the region’s larger domestic drug markets, in terms of
population share
e backlogged courts system and overcrowded penitentiary facilities
